        FROM THE PASTOR 
Jesus said to Martha, Jesus says to us, “I am the resurrection and the Life; Do you believe 

this?”   We begin the fifth week of Lent and the end is near.   Not the end of the world, but the end 
of Lent for this year.   

   
To be one with Jesus is to reject Satan, to reject all of his clever deceptions and to reject all of his evil 
works.  To be one with Jesus is to follow Jesus back to his heavenly Father.  When we offer him our 
contrite and humble hearts, the Lord Jesus himself heals us, strengthens us to be his disciples.  “I am 
the resurrection and the life; Do you believe this?”  
 
Our Lenten preparations of self-denial and almsgiving have been practiced not as a vain show of 
pride or self-determination, but to help us to prepare room in our hearts for the living Jesus.  Because 
on Easter, Jesus will conquer Satan and destroy sin and death in his Glorious resurrection from the 
dead.  That is the universal joy of Christianity, the day when all creation was transformed and 
renewed in the Risen Jesus.
