FROM THE PASTOR

On this Sunday, is a good time to contemplate the power of the cross. We find Jesus, our
Lord and our God, not in the strong, but in the weak.

In the Passion Sunday Gospel, Jesus, Christ the King, is not accompanied by a large and
powerful army composed of chariots and foot soldiers. He is not being carried on a gold
encrusted, canopied litter. Jesus humbly enters into his city riding a simple donkey and her
colt. Then after hailing him as king, the people turn on him in such a short period of time, and
cry out for his death.

St. Peter, the disciple of action, bravely says, ‘Lord, even though I should die with you, I
will not deny you.' What he does in fact is to deny his Lord three times in the courtyard. To rely
on human strength is folly. To rely one's own fortitude is in effect to deny the existence of the
devil, as Peter was doing in his self confidence, and as many of our neighbors do today. To deny
the existence of the devil, is to deny Christ. To deny Satan's power and the reality of his evil
presence in our world, is to make ourselves an easy target for his cunning deceptions and lies.

If we do not recognize Satan's presence in the world, we in turn drop our guard to reject
the evil one's temptations and false promises. He will entice us, little by little, first in small
ways, then in larger, to be like the crowd in front of Pilate and cry out for the death of Jesus. A
people dead to their sin.

Satan chuckled with murderous joy and believed he had finally won, when Jesus was lead
to the cross. Yet on Easter Sunday, the third day, Satan and his envy of God and of all joyful life
was defeated by the resurrection of Jesus from the dead.

As Christians, as Catholics we need to have the living Jesus in the center of our lives,
looking out on the world with the eyes of Christ, touching the world with the hands of Christ,
feeling for the world with the heart of Christ. Look no farther than at the mistakes we have
made in our lives, our own sinfulness. Without Jesus, we are unable to save ourselves.

And we encounter our Lord Jesus most fully in word and sacrament in the Catholic
Church. We offer him our humble and contrite hearts, and He, by the power of God forgives us.
We meet Jesus himself as he feeds us his body and blood at Holy Communion.

This is a time to contemplate the power of the cross. Revealed by his humble life and
brutal crucifixion and rooted in the infinite love, mercy, and power of God, We find Jesus, our
Lord and our God, not in the strong and the rich, but in the weak and the poor in Spirit. That is
the life giving power of the cross.
